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MamtaSamajikSanstha has started 20 new centres with the support of 

IIMPACT in the name of  The Mamta – IIMPACT Girl Child Learning Centers 

‘HamariBetiShikshaKendras’ Girl Child Education Initiative. These centres 

are operational in  Twenty new villages of Vikasnagar and Sahaspur blocks 

since 1st January 2013. The focus of the Girl Child Learning Centers 

program is to create a nurturing and supportive environment for out of 

school girl children between the ages of 6-14 years and to sufficiently 

educate them and help them enrol in mainstream schools.   

The following activities have been conducted In January month,2013 

 

Baseline survey:  

Baseline survey was conducted in 20 villages of Vikasnagar and 

Sahaspur blocks to identify girls between the ages of 6-14 years who 

were primary school dropouts or those who had never been to school.  

20 villages were selected on the basis of meeting the criteria of having 

a minimum of 30 such out of school girls in a particular village. Our 

senior staff and survey team had meeting with village leaders and 

parents of the girls to take their support for the centre. 

 

Mamta Staff then verified these surveys and met with the girls 

enrolled in the learning centres in each of these 20 villages.

Selection  of Teachers ,Orientation  and finalisation of centre locations  

 

Once we identified 20 villages and finished the survey work, we asked 

local leaders and communities to help us in finding educated girls and 

women to work as teacher. Our team encouraged young girls and 

women from surrounding villages to apply for the post of teacher.We 

short listed the eligible candidates for the post of Supervisors and 

teachers and conducted interview at our office. After selecting 20 

teachers and 2 Supervisors, we gave them orientation about the 

project with their role and responsibility. 

Further, we have identified places for new centres with the help of 

Mamta senior staff, new Supervisors and teachers in 20 villages. our 

team had discussion with community leaders and parents of the girls 

and requested them to provide suitable place for running centre in 

their respective villages. It was a very challenging task to get the place. 

We faced some resistance from the religious leaders of Muslim 

communities as they were little suspicious about teaching curriculum. 

We took our Vice President, Mr Ahmad Salman to talk to them. Then 

only we could resolve the problem. 

 

 

 

 

 



 

New Teachers Interview and Orientation at Mamta Training Centre  

 

 

 

Learning centre ςJeevangarh,Vikasnagarand Kherdi ,Sahapur 

 

 

Beginning of teaching of Foundation Course  

 

After settling down in first two weeks of January 2013, we have 

started foundation course in 20 new centres from 16th January 

2013.We have given books to all the students for basic foundation 

course. But we have not started the formal classes as yet.Currently,we 

are just conducting ice-breaking sessions with the students to 

encourage them to come to school regularly and develop interest 

among them for education.Our teachers are teaching them some 

songs,poems and involving them through some games and quiz, 

competition etc. Proper course will start in February, preferably after 

the induction training of new teachers.

Our senior team is giving 

much time to teachers, students and community leaders to create 

enabling environment for girl education in these new villages.
